""Arise and Shine in 2009"

Arise and Shine
The Lord has been speaking to me over
the past few months about the times
and seasons we are in. These upcoming
days and seasons will be a time where
there will be a great contrast of “Light
and Darkness” in the earth.

Then you will see and be radiant;
And your heart will thrill and rejoice,
Because the abundance of the sea will
be turned to you,
The wealth of the nations will come to
you.
In the beginning, God said “Let there
be light.” This was on day one of
creation several days before God
created the sun, moon and stars on day
four of creation. On day one, the Lord
was speaking into the earth realm His

purpose and plan that we are still walk-
ing out today. He was speaking of a fu-
ture time when He would send Jesus as
the answer for fallen man.

Ezra 6:8 — Darius’s decree to finish
the work of the Lord

1 Kings 18: 41-45 - Elijah prays for
rain.

Luke 1:38 — The word of the Lord
was decreed to Mary.

Matthew 4:4 — Jesus resists Satan’s
temptations by speaking “It is writ-
ten.”

Matthew 8:28 — Jesus casts out
demons by His spoken word.

Acts 2:1 — Tongues released to believ-
ers.

Matthew 14:22 — Peter walks on
water by the spoken word “come.”
John 11:43 — Lazarus raised from
dead by “come forth.”

John 5:8 — Lame man walks by
“Arise.”

Acts 16:25 - Paul and Silas released
from prison by praising.

Acts 3:6 — Lame man walks by Peter
saying “in the name of Jesus.”

I Thessalonians 4:13 - Jesus return-
ing with a shout!

These are a few examples where we
see some type of sound released in
faith brought God’s light and miracles
into a situation. 2009 will be a key
